Crowding: teeth too close together

Spacing: gaps between the teeth

Overbite: teeth overlap too much

Overjet: front teeth stick out

Underbite: lower teeth stick out

Crossbite: teeth bite on the wrong 
side of each other

Openbite: teeth do not meet when 
biting

Misplaced midline: centre lines of 
upper and lower teeth don’t align

While the idea of dental implants may 
sound scary and overwhelming right 
now, talking with your dentist is the best 
place to start your smile journey.

Invisible teeth 
straightening 
aligner system:
Clear aligner systems offer a discreet, 
convenient, and high-tech way of 
straightening teeth fast. Cus-
tom-made to fit precisely over the top 
of your teeth, they’re barely visible 
when worn, and removable for when 
you want to eat, clean them or attend 
a particularly special occasion.

Plus they work fast - think weeks not 
years, so you can look forward to a 
straight smile and renewed confi-
dence in no time at all!

So, the process:
A consultation appointment with 
one of our specialists is your first 
step. They will spend time assess-
ing you and whether you are suita-
ble for this type of treatment. In 
some cases, conventional ortho-
dontic treatment is a better option 
and you will be advised of this.

If you decide to have the treat-
ment, an initial appointment will 
be made to take digital impres-
sions and notes to plan your treat-
ment. Photos will also be taken. 
Once your aligners have arrived, 
you will need another appointment 
to have it fitted.

You will then come back every 4-6 
weeks for the next 3-9 months to 
receive a new set of aligners each 
month, as your teeth begin to 
move. This varies from one patient 
to another. It is important to main-
tain excellent oral hygiene during 
your treatment and our staff will 
advise you about this.

Once your treatment has been 
completed and the brace has 
been removed, the specialist will 
give you the options on which 
retainers you’d like to have.

Why choose clear 
aligners?
Clear aligners, such as Invisalign & 
Reveal, are an adult teeth straighten-
ing system that we love because it’s 
proof that it’s never too late to get the 
smile you want! Subject to the clini-
cian’s recommendation, clear aligners 
offer a fast and discreet way to 
straighten your teeth.
